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Apel comun catre partidele politice

In contextul dezbaterilor actuale privind mésurile de redresare economica si corectare a
deficitului bugetar, organizatiile mediului de afaceri fac un apel ferm catre liderii partidelor
parlamentare participante la consultarile in derulare.

Suntem constienti ca deciziile si actiunile din aceasta perioada vor avea un impact profund si de
duratad asupra populatiei, asupra companiilor, asupra economiei, asupra increderii investitorilor
si a pozitionarii Romaniei in plan international. Tocmai de aceea avem nevoie de un dialog real,
astfel incat masurile adoptate sa abordeze atat corectarea dezechilibrelor, cat si protejarea
capacitatii economiei de a performa pe termen mediu si lung.

Cerem partidelor politice sa asculte si vocea mediului de afaceri, cel care a sustinut si sustine
economia. Suntem ingrijorati vazand ca dezbaterea actuala pare sa se concentreze in mod
covarsitor pe cresterea taxelor, in lipsa oricarei viziuni publice asumate pentru reducerea
cheltuielilor guvernamentale excesive sau modernizarea aparatului de stat. Fara un angajament
real pentru reforma interna, orice masuri fiscale risca doar sa impovareze motorul economic
necesar pentru redresare.



Suntem constienti ca riscurile blocarii fondurilor europene si retrogradarii ratingului de tara,
devastatoare pentru viitorul Romaniei, necesita un raspuns public cuprinzator si responsabil, cu
un mix de masuri care savizeze atat scaderea cheltuielilor, cat si cresterea veniturilor. Totodata,
din viitorul pachet de masuri trebuie sa faca parte si politici de stimulare a investitiilor si
activitatii economice.

Pentru a mentine avantajele competitive cheie ale Roméaniei — precum cota unica — si a evita
descurajarea investitiilor, dar si pentru a ne permite dezvoltarea pe termen lung, consideram ca
este imperios necesar ca orice pachet de masuri sa fie fundamentat pe:

e mentinerea cotei unice de impozitare, aplicata unitar si echitabil, cu eliminarea tuturor
exceptiilor, un mecanism simplu si eficient atat pentru contribuabili, cat si pentru
autoritati — esential pentru sustinerea cresterii economice, reducerea distorsiunilor si
combaterea evaziunii fiscale;

e reducerea cheltuielilor publice neesentiale, inclusiv costurile administrative excesive,
agentiile redundante si cheltuielile politice discretionare;

e reforme semnificative in managementul sectorului public, prioritizand performanta,
eficienta, reducerea reala a poverii birocratice si transparenta;

e celiminarea alocarilor bugetare risipitoare, cum ar fi indemnizatiile nejustificate si
finantarea excesiva a campaniilor electorale din fonduri publice;

e protejarea si prioritizarea investitiilor publice esentiale in infrastructura, educatie si
inovatie — fundamente ale cresterii pe termen lung;

e asigurarea echitatii fiscale prin eliminarea scutirilor, eliminarea impozitelor pe cifra de
afaceri si a taxei pe constructii speciale;

e colectarea eficienta a taxelor prin reducerea decalajului de TVA si prioritizarea eforturilor
de combatere a evaziunii fiscale la scara larga;

e accelerarea digitalizarii, simplificarea administrativa si reducerea birocratiei;

e maximizarea absorbtiei fondurilor europene prin simplificarea procedurilor si eliminarea
blocajelor birocratice.

Statul trebuie sa dea primul exemplu. Un raspuns credibil la aceasta provocare fiscala incepe
cu mesajul clar ca este gata sa optimizeze utilizarea banului public si sa se reformeze.

Imbunatatirea colectarii si conformarii voluntare — prin aplicare inteligenta, digitalizare si
combaterea evaziunii fiscale sistemice, precum si prin cresterea nivelului de transparenta si
predictibilitate a politicilor fiscale si a folosirii banilor publici— este o parte esentiala a solutiei.
Totusi, aceasta nu trebuie confundata cu introducerea de noi taxe sau majorarea celor existente,
sau cu pedepsirea in mod abuziv a acelorasi contribuabili corecti in cadrul actiunilor agentiilor
abilitate.



Sectorul privat opereaza deja sub presiuni semnificative cauzate de impredictibilitate si sarcini
administrative. Discutiile actuale, scurse pe surse in spatiul public, in absenta unor analize de
impact la care sa participe si mediul de afaceri, alimenteaza si mai mult gradul de instabilitate
si blocaj economic, mai ales in conditiile in care statul nu isi onoreaza propriile obligatii de
rambursare a sumelor datorate fata de o mare parte din contribuabilii onesti si buni platnici din
mediul privat. Solidaritatea nu poate functiona in lipsa unui minim de reciprocitate, si nici intr-
un context fiscal care creeaza permanent inechitati si categorii privilegiate. Companiile oneste
nu ar trebui sa plateasca pentru a acoperi deficitul indus de administrarea iresponsabila a
finantelor publice. Activitatea economica eficienta si responsabila, precum si munca
performanta si retribuitd pe masura nu ar trebui descurajate prin mecanisme de taxare care
descurajeaza cresterea.

Pachetul de primavara 2025 al Comisiei Europene subliniaza cresterea excesiva a cheltuielilor
si abaterea de la tintele fiscale ale Romaniei. Ignorarea acestor semnale nu va face decét sa
adanceasca dezechilibrul. Ceea ce este necesar acum nu este o noua runda de taxe, ci un plan
fiscal responsabil pe termen mediu, ancorat in reforma cheltuielilor, eficienta institutionala si
predictibilitate economica.

Caintotdeauna, si de aceasta data sectorul privat intelege gravitatea situatiei, urgenta si este
pregatit sa faca parte din solutie. Avem nevoie de transparenta si dialog, iar solidaritatea
pretinsa mediului privat trebuie demonstrata la toate nivelurile statului — nu prin transferarea
implicita a sacrificiului catre sectorul privat, ci prin asumarea reala a reformei si a disciplinei in
gestionarea finantelor publice.

Va invitam la un dialog autentic cu mediul de afaceri, esential inainte de aprobarea oricarui
pachet de masuri. Mediul privat trebuie sa fie implicat activ in dezbaterea privind pachetul de
politici care va fi inclus in programul noului Guvern.

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Joint Call to Political Parties

June 8, 2025

In the context of current debates regarding economic recovery measures and budget deficit
correction, business organizations are making a firm call to the leaders of parliamentary parties
involved in the ongoing consultations.

We are aware that the decisions and actions taken during this period will have a profound and
lasting impact on the population, companies, the economy, investor confidence, and Romania's
international standing. That is why we need real dialogue, so that the measures adopted address
both the correction of imbalances and the protection of the economy's capacity to perform in
the medium and long term.

We urge political parties to listen to the voice of businesses, which have supported and continue
to support the economy. We are concerned that the current debate appears to be
overwhelmingly focused on raising taxes and lacks any publicly assumed vision for reducing
excessive government spending or modernizing the state apparatus. Without a real commitment
to internal reform, any fiscal measures risk only burdening the economic engine needed for
recovery.



We are aware that the risks of EU funds being blocked and a downgrade of the country’s credit
rating—both devastating for Romania’s future—require a comprehensive and responsible public
response, with a mix of measures aimed at both reducing expenditures and increasing revenues.
At the same time, the upcoming package of measures must also include policies to stimulate
investment and economic activity.

In order to maintain Romania's key competitive advantages, such as the flat rate, and avoid
discouraging investments, but also to allow us to develop in the long term, we consider it
imperative that any package of measures be based on:

e Maintaining the flat tax rate, applied uniformly and equitably, with the elimination of all
exceptions, a simple and efficient mechanism for both taxpayers and authorities,
essential for supporting economic growth, reducing distortions, and combating tax
evasion.

e Reducing non-essential public spending, including excessive administrative costs,
redundant agencies, and discretionary political expenditures.

e Meaningful reforms in public sector management, prioritizing performance, efficiency,
real reduction of bureaucratic burdens, and transparency.

¢ Eliminating wasteful budget allocations, such as unjustified allowances and excessive
public funding of electoral campaigns.

e Protecting and prioritizing essential public investments in infrastructure, education, and
innovation—foundations for long-term growth.

e Ensuring tax equity by eliminating exemptions, taxes on turnover, and the tax on special
constructions.

e Efficient tax collection by reducing the VAT gap and prioritizing efforts to combat large-
scale tax evasion.

e Accelerating digitization, administrative simplification, and reduction of bureaucracy.

e Maximizing the absorption of European funds through simplified procedures and the
elimination of bureaucratic bottlenecks.

The state must lead by example. A credible response to this fiscal challenge begins with a clear
message that it is ready to optimize the use of public money and reform itself.

Improving collection and voluntary compliance through smart enforcement, digitalization, and
addressing systemic tax evasion, as well as enhancing the transparency and predictability of tax
policies and the use of public funds, is an essential part of the solution. However, this should not
be confused with introducing new taxes or increasing existing ones, or with unfairly punishing
the same honest taxpayers through the actions of the competent agencies.



The private sector is already operating under significant pressures caused by unpredictability
and administrative burdens. The current discussions, leaked to the public, in the absence of
impact analyses involving the business community, further fuel the degree of instability and
economic blockage, especially given that the state is not honoring its obligations to reimburse
the amounts owed to a large part of honest and good-paying taxpayers in the private sector.
Solidarity cannot function without a minimum of reciprocity, nor in a fiscal context that
permanently creates inequities and privileged categories.

Honest companies should not have to pay to cover the deficit caused by irresponsible
management of public finances. Efficient and responsible economic activity, as well as work
performance adequately paid, should not be discouraged by tax mechanisms that hinder growth.

The European Commission’s Spring 2025 Package highlights Romania’s excessive spending and
deviations from its fiscal targets. Ignoring these signals will only deepen the imbalance. What is
needed now is not another round of taxes, but a responsible medium-term fiscal plan, anchored
in spending reform, institutional efficiency, and economic predictability.

As always, the private sector understands the seriousness and urgency of the situation and is
ready to be part of the solution. We need transparency and dialogue, and the solidarity requested
of the private sector must be demonstrated at all levels of the state, not by implicitly shifting the
burden onto the private sector, but by genuinely committing to reform and discipline in public
finance management.

We invite you to a genuine dialogue with the business community, as it is essential before
approving any policy package. The private sector must be actively involved in the consultations
on the policy package that will be included in the new Government’s program.
